To have an awareness of the situations that may make patients vulnerable or at risk.

To report any concerns immediately to qualified staff.

To respect patients choices and confidentiality at all times.

To record interventions in an agreed format.

Any other tasks delegated by qualified staff as appropriate to grade and experience.
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To support the administration of the team as required.

To complete necessary statistical information, e.g. daily diary sheets.

To note any faulty equipment and inform qualified staff.

To ensure work areas are kept clean and tidy.

Attend professional Occupational Therapy meetings as required.

To undertake annual appraisal and to contribute constructively to the supervision process.
To comply with policies and agreed procedures for annual leave, sickness and time owing.
Any other duties as delegated by your Director or Chief Executive commensurate with the
responsibilities of this post.

CONFIDENTIALITY

Your attention is drawn to the confidential nature of information collected and used
throughout the NHS. The unauthorised use or disclosure of patient, staff or other
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personal information is a dismissible offence. The unauthorised disclosure of
information could also result in a prosecution for an offence, or action for civil damages,
under the General Data Protection Regulation.

You are required to observe the strictest confidence regarding any Confidential
Information relating to work of the Trust, its patients/patients and its employees.

“Confidential Information” includes but is not limited to information relating to the Trust
received by you in the course of your employment with the Trust or its predecessors,
information relating to patients, personnel information, budgeting and financial
information and information in respect of which the Trust owes a duty of confidentiality
to a third party.

You are required not to disclose any Confidential Information either during or after your
employment with the Trust, unless expressly authorised to do so by the Trust or
required in the proper performance of your duties or as required by law.

This obligation will cease only when such information comes into the public domain
other than through unauthorised disclosure by you.

Failure to comply with these requirements could result in action being taken under the
Trust’s Conduct/Disciplinary Policy and Procedure.

This obligation is without prejudice to the law concerning protected disclosures in the
Public Interest Disclosure Act 1998 (the so-called “Whistleblowers Act”).

RISK MANAGEMENT
